No. Agr. A (3)-3/2003-L.— Whereas the draft Himachal Pradesh Agricultural and
Horticultural Produce Marketing (General) Rules, 2006 were published in the Rajpatra Himachal
Pradesh (Extra ordinary) dated 27.6.06 vide this Government notification of even number dated
20.6.06 as required under section-83 (1) of Himachal Pradesh Agricultural and Horticultural
Produce Marketing (Development and Regulation) Act, 2005 for the information of general public
and the objection(s)/suggestion(s) from persons likely to be affected thereby were called for within
30 days of the publication of the said notification in the Rajpatra;

And whereas some objection(s)/suggestion(s) were received during the prescribed period
and out of them only three were found justified and accepted as well as incorporated in the rules
ibid;

Now, therefore, the Governor, Himachal Pradesh in exercise of powers vested in him under
section-83 (1) of the Act ibit is pleased to make the following rules namely:—

Rules
CHAPTER-I|
PRELIMINARY

1.  Short title.—These rules may be called The Himachal Pradesh Agricultural and
Horticultural Produce Marketing (General) Rules, 2006.

2.  Definitions.—(1) In these rules, unless there is anything repugnant in the subject or
context,—

(@) 'Act' means The Himachal Pradesh Agricultural and Horticultural Produce Marketing
(Development and Regulation) Act, 2005 (Act No. 20 of 2005);

(b) ‘'Assessing Authority' means the Secretary of the Committee;

(c) 'Deputy Commissioner' means the Deputy Commissioner of the district having
jurisdiction over the notified market area or, if such area is situated in more than one
district, the Deputy Commissioner of one of those districts, as may be designated by
the State Government in this behalf; and save as otherwise provided includes any
person authorized by him to act on his behalf;

(d) 'Form® means a form appended to these rules;

(e) 'Forwarding Agent' means a person or a group of persons or local grower-cumtrader
or a transporter who, in consideration of commission, consolidates the agricultural
produce from the producers in the market area and makes transport arrangement to
forward the consolidated produce to commission agents, buyers, traders in the markets
within or outside the State for sale;
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() 'Incidental charges' means the charges payable by the seller in lieu of the services
rendered in connection with the handling of agricultural produce prior to the
finalization of the bid at the auction, such as unloading, stacking, cleaning and
dressing charges and shall also include remuneration for weighing of agricultural
produce before the finalization of bids at the auction or negotiation;

(g) 'Licensing Authority' means the authority to which an application for grant and/ or
renewal of licence is made under section 25 of the Act;

(h) 'Managing Director' means the person appointed by the State Government under
section 9 of the Act as Managing Director of the Himachal Pradesh State Agricultural
Marketing Board;

()  'Registration authority' means an authority competent under section 40 of the Act to
register market functionaries;

(1) 'Registration holder' means a person holding a registration certificate issued under
these rules; and

(K) 'Secretary' means the Secretary of an Agricultural Produce Market Committee.

(2) Words and expressions used in the Act and not defined in these rules shall have the
meaning assigned to them in the Act.

CHAPTER-II
MEETING OF BOARD AND THE ESTABLISHMENT OF PRIVATE YARD,
CONSUMER OR FARMER MARKET

3. Meeting of the Board.— (1) Notice of a meeting shall be communicated by the
Member Secretary to all the members ordinarily seven days in advance alongwith an intimation of
the agenda of the business proposed to be transacted in the said meeting.

(2) Proceedings of every meeting shall be recorded in the minutes book, which shall be
authenticated by the Chairman and the Managing Director, and a copy of the same as soon as
practicable shall be supplied to every member after the meeting. The minutes book shall be
permanently preserved, and, unless otherwise provided, shall remain in the custody of the Member-
Secretary.

(3) If a member gives notice in writing seeking alteration in the minutes on the ground
that the record is not in conformity with the decision taken in the meeting, the matter shall be
placed before the Board in its next meeting and the decision thereupon shall be conclusive and
final.

4.  Powers of the Managing Director.—Subject to the provisions of section 12 of the Act,
the Managing Director shall be responsible for the smooth and efficient working of the Board, and
shall, in that context, exercise all such administrative, financial and powers of general nature as are
vested in him under this Act or these rules and such as may be delegated to him by the Board from
time to time.
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5.  Establishment of Private yard, Consumer or Farmer Market.—Any person desiring to
establish a private yard or to provide infrastructural facilities in any market area under section 22 of
the Act or to establish a consumer or farmer market under section 23 of the Act shall make an
application in Form ‘A’ alongwith a non refundable processing fee of rupees ten thousand in the
shape of Demand draft in favour of Managing Director payable at Shimla in any branch of a Bank,
at Shimla and the Managing Director with prior approval of the Board after making such inquiry as
he may deem necessary, for reasons to be recorded in writing, either refuse or grant the permission
on such conditions as be stipulated therein.

6. Grant/ or Renewal of Licenses.—(1) Any person who desires to—

(i)  establish a private market yard for the purchase of agricultural produce direct from
the agriculturists or producers, or

(i)  provide infrastructural facilities in any market area for-

the processing of the notified agricultural produce,
the trade of notified agricultural produce of particular specification,
the export of notified agricultural produce and

the grading, packing and transaction in any other way by value addition of
notified agricultural produce, or

(iii) establish consumer or farmer market in one or more than one market area, shall as
provided under section 25 of the Act, make an application in duplicate in Form ‘B’ to
the Managing Director through the Secretary of the concerned Committee(s),
enclosing therewith a Demand Draft favouring the Managing Director, payable at
Shimla branch of any Bank of the value of requisite amount of fee according to the
scale shown in the Table below:

Establishment of private market yard for the purchase Rs. 20,000
of agricultural produce direct from the agriculturists
or producers;

providing infrastructural facilities in any market area Rs. 10,000
for (a) the processing of the notified agricultural

produce, (b) the trade of notified agricultural produce

of particular specification, (c) the export of notified

agricultural produce, and (d) grading, packing and

transaction in any other way by value addition of

notified agricultural produce; and

(iii) establishment of consumer or farmer market: Rs. 20,000

(2) The application on receipt, shall be scrutinized by the Secretary, and after being
satisfied he shall enter it in the register maintained in Form ‘C’ and forward the same in original, to
the Managing Director at the earliest but positively within thirty days of its receipt.
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(3) The Managing Director, thereupon, after satisfying himself, that the application is in
order in all respects shall issue the licence in the Form, ‘D’.

(4) In case an application is rejected, the Managing Director shall inform the applicant
through the Secretary concerned, clearly pointing out the reasons of rejection, who shall make
appropriate entry in the relevant register in Form ‘C’.

(5) In case of rejection of application under sub-rule (4) the fee accompanied with the
application shall be refunded to the applicant.

7.  Renewal of licence and issue of duplicate licence—(1) A licence granted under
section 25 of the Act, shall be valid for the period for which it is issued and shall, subject to any
order passed under section 26 of the Act, be renewable on application, made in Form ‘E’, to the
authority granting it on payment of fee as prescribed in rule 6.

(2) An application for renewal of a licence shall be made at least thirty days before the
date on which the licence is due to expire:

Provided that the authority competent to renew a licence may, on the payment of a penalty
of rupees five thousand by the applicant entertain an application for renewal made after the expiry
of the licence.

Note.—Every renewal of a licence granted under this rule shall be deemed to have come
into effect from the day following the date on which the licence expired.

8.  Suspension or cancellation of a licence.— (1) If the Managing Director, on receipt of
a report from a Committee, or otherwise, is satisfied that a licensee is prima-facie in breach of any
of the conditions subject to which the licence has been granted or renewed, or lacks in any of the
grounds enlisted in clauses (a) to (f) of section 26 of the Act, he may issue a notice to the defaulting
licensee asking him to show cause by a given date, not earlier than fourteen days, as to why the
licence granted to him or renewed in his name be not suspended or cancelled.

(2) After affording a reasonable opportunity of being heard to the licensee, the Managing
Director, if satisfied that there is no substance in the allegation may drop the proceedings or in
either case he may suspend or cancel the licence.

9.  Change in membership and in name and style.—(1) Any change in the membership of
a licensee firm, company or association or a group of individuals, whether incorporated or not,
otherwise than through inheritance, shall amount to creation of a new firm necessitating issue of a
fresh licence:

Provided that in the case of a Hindu joint family, any addition in membership because of
birth of a new member, shall not constitute change in membership.

(2) When a change, save in the circumstances covered under proviso to sub-rule (1) takes
place in the membership or in name or style even without any change in the original membership of
the licensee firm or company, it shall bring this fact to the notice of the Secretary of the Committee
concerned positively within fifteen days. The Secretary after satisfying himself as to the correctness
of the facts stated in the application, shall forward it, in original, to the Managing Director, with
observations, for consideration.
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(3) In the event an application is allowed, the Managing Director shall cause a suitable
endorsement made in the original licence as also the change recorded in the relevant registers
maintained by the Committee and the Board.

(4) Failure to make the report, as in sub-rule (2) above, within the prescribed time limit,
shall amount to termination of the existing licence.

10. Change in the purposes of business.—A licensee may apply to competent licensing
authority for making any addition to or deletion in the particulars of business for which a licence
has been issued to him, by paying a fee of rupees two thousand and the licensing authority may,
by an order, allow the application whereupon the licence shall be amended accordingly.

11. Procedure for Appeals.—(1) An appeal preferred against an order passed under
sections 25 or 26 or 40 of the Act accompanied with a fee of rupees fifty only in the shape of a
Demand draft drawn in favour of the Managing Director payable at Shimla in any branch of a
Bank, or in favour of the Secretary of the concerned Committee, as the case may be, shall be
presented to the specified appellate authority under the Act in the form of a memorandum couched
in respectful, decorous and temperate language setting forth precisely and concisely the grounds of
appeal. An authenticated copy of the impugned order shall invariably be annexed to the
memorandum of appeal.

(2) No appeal filed under this rule shall be entertained unless it has been preferred within
a period of thirty days from the date on which a copy of the order or the order passed in appeal is
delivered to the appellant.

(3) Having regard to the facts, the circumstances and the record of the case and after
considering the comments of the authority passing the order appealed against and after making such
further enquiry, as it may consider desirable, the appellate authority shall after affording a
reasonable opportunity of being heard to the applicant, pass an order confirming or setting aside the
order under appeal or remit the matter for reconsideration.

CHAPTER-III
FUNCTIONING OF THE COMMITTEE

12. Election of Chairman.—(1) Soon after a Committee is constituted and non-official
members are nominated thereon, the Managing Director shall request the Deputy Commissioner
concerned to call meeting of the Committee to be held on a date, at an hour and place appointed by
him, for the purpose of electing the Chairman from amongst the producer members and further to
authorize, if necessary, some other officer subordinate to him to preside over it.

13.  Quorum for the election of Chairman.—(1) The quorum to constitute a sitting of a
Committee, shall be one third of the total number of members with the exception of the sitting held
to elect Chairman or to consider a motion of no-confidence against the Chairman, wherein there
shall not be present less than two-third of the total members of the Committee.

(2) If at any time fixed for a sitting or if at any time during the sitting there is no quorum,
the presiding-member shall either suspend the meeting until there is quorum or adjourn it to some
future day.
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(3) The votes may be taken by voices or by show of hands. Only if any non- official
member insists, the presiding member shall resort to secret ballot. For the conduct of secret voting
the presiding member may adopt any procedure he considers fair, flawless and appropriate in the
circumstances. In any case, of the details of the methodology the members shall first be duly
advised.

14. Election petition.— (1) In case the election to the office of Chairman of a Committee
is disputed by any other non-official member of the Committee, he may file an appeal to the State
Government within 30 days reckoned from the day on which the election result was declared,
putting forth as briefly as possible, the grounds of challenge.

(2) The State Government, after making such enquiry as it may consider appropriate,
pronounce its judgment preferably within three months, and such decision shall be final and
binding.

15. Meeting of the Committee.—(1) Except for the meetings convened pursuant to the
provisions of sections 35 & 37 of the Act, and rule 12 a Committee may meet so often as be
considered expedient considering the quantum of business before it:

(2) Notice of every meeting accompanied by list of business or agenda proposed to be
transacted at such meeting shall be communicated by the Secretary to every member of the
Committee as well as to the Managing Director sufficiently in advance of the date fixed by the
Chairman including a member functioning as such in terms of sub-section (2) of section 36 of the
Act, or in his absence by the vice- Chairman of the Committee.

(3) The Committee shall ordinarily meet within the premises of its office.

(4) Save as otherwise provided in these rules, the quorum to constitute a sitting shall be
five non-official members:

Provided that sittings convened specifically to consider and pass the annual budget
estimates shall require special majority of not lesser than seven non-official members:

Provided further that the quorum in a Sub-Committee meeting shall be equal to one third of
its membership.

(5) If at any time fixed for a sitting, or if at any time during a sitting, there is no quorum,
the Chairman shall either suspend the sitting until there is quorum during the day or adjourn the
sitting to some future day.

(6) When a sitting has been adjourned in pursuance of sub-rule (5) on two successive
dates fixed for the sitting of the Committee, no quorum shall be necessary third time to transact the
same business.

(7) Unless otherwise provided by these rules, all questions at any sitting of the
Committee, shall be determined by a majority of votes of the members present and voting. In case
of equality of votes on any matter, the Chairman shall have a second or casting vote.

(8) (a) Proceedings of every meeting shall be recorded in the minutes book, which shall
be authenticated by the Chairman and the Secretary, of which a copy shall be supplied to every
member after the meeting as soon as practicable. The minutes book shall be permanently preserved
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and shall remain in the personal custody of the Secretary, and at all reasonable hours shall be open
to inspection by the Chairman and the Managing Director of the Board.

(b) If a member gives notice in writing seeking alteration in the minutes on the ground that
the record is not in conformity with the decision taken, the matter shall be placed before the
Committee in its next meeting for decision, and the decision thereupon shall be final and
conclusive.

16. Persons entitled to attend meeting of the Committee.—(1) The Managing Director
shall be entitled to attend, speak in, and otherwise to take part in the proceedings of a sitting of the
Committee but shall not have the right to vote.

17. Member not entitled to take part in certain proceedings.—No member who has a
personal, pecuniary or direct interest of such an intimate character that it may prejudicially affect
the consideration of any of the matters to be considered in any meeting of the Committee or by any
Sub-Committee, shall be present at or participate or vote in the said meeting of the Committee or
Sub-Committee.

Explanation.- A member shall be deemed to be interested in the matter in which he or any
of his relations mentioned below, has, directly or indirectly, any personal or pecuniary interest.:—

(@ wife/ husband or children, (b) father or mother, (c) brothers, sisters, their
wives/husbands or children.

18. Authority to call a special meeting.—On requisition by at least one half of the
members of the Committee, or, on his own motion, the Chairman of the Committee may, if he is
satisfied about exceptional circumstances, call a special meeting of the Committee to consider
matters of immediate importance.

CHAPTER-IV
FUNCTIONING OF MARKET/PRIVATE OR CONSUMER OR FARMER MARKET

19. Development of infrastructure for providing amenities, facilities and comforts in the
private/ consumer or farmer markets.—The owner of a private market yard shall provide minimum
common amenities and facilities in the yard such as; auction platforms, shops, godowns, canteen,
drinking water, latrine, urinals, compost pits, street lights, etc. in the interest and for the
convenience and comfort of producers as well as other individuals using the market. The owner of
a private market yard may provide such other amenities and facilities therein as are requisite of a
modern market such as, warehouses, precooling, cold storage (including controlled atmosphere
cold storage), ripening chambers, pack houses having grading lines, kisan bhawns, loading and
unloading sites, electronic auctioning, electronic display of market rates of different commodities,
etc., and in particular such as are normally provided in an ‘Apni Mandi’, ‘Kisan Haat’, or ‘Raitu
Bazar’, including stalls for the farmers/ growers, as also shops for ancillary services i.e., booths for
sale of seeds, fertilizers, organic fruits & vegetables, milk, fruit and vegetables, etc.etc.

20. Maintenance of record, circulation and display of rates.—(1) The Committee shall
maintain and circulate from time to time, a record of the arrivals as well as maximum, minimum
and average rates of various items of agricultural produce brought into the market for sale on daily,
weekly, monthly and yearly basis and further, shall display current sale rates on a particular day for
each commodity on the notice board installed at a conspicuous place in the market.
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(2) Inso far as it may be applicable and practicable, the Committee shall maintain and
place at the disposal of those using the markets, information in respect of the prices of the
agricultural produce prevailing at the principal marketing yards of the adjoining regions of the
States; and ports serving the State and also similar information regarding stock of commaodities held
by mills and the like;

(3) The daily rates of all important agricultural commodities authenticated and allowed
for computer entry by the Secretary, shall be exhibited in Hindi/English at conspicuous places; or
through electronic digital/touch screen, if installed, with copies endorsed to the Board and the
concerned organizations.

(4) The daily price bulletin shall be compiled into monthly bulletin, and at the end of the
year, month-wise bulletins shall be compiled, analyzed, commodity-wise, alongwith arrivals. The
printed annual price (rates) bulletin shall be kept on record besides being circulated amongst all
concerned organizations including the Board.

21. Grant/renewal of Registration.—(1) Every person who desires to enter into trading
activities,—

(i) with a view to setting up, establishing or continuing any place for the purchase, sale,
storage of agricultural produce or purchasing, selling, storing and/ or processing or
forwarding the agricultural produce; or

(if) as a seller or buyer or both buyer and seller; or

(iii) as a contract farming sponsor entering into an agreement with the contract farming
producer, shall register himself with the Committee and for this purpose he shall apply
in Form “F’ to the Secretary and shall deposit a sum of rupees three hundred in cash
with the Committee concerned as the annual registration fee. If the same person
applies for registration under clauses (i) and (ii) of this sub-rule, no additional fee shall
be charged.

(2) Application for renewal of registration shall be made by the registration holder in
Form ‘I’ at least 30 days before the expiry of registration and the applicant shall deposit a sum of
rupees one hundred as renewal fee annually with the Committee:

Provided that if the renewal is not applied for within the stipulated time, the application
shall be considered only after payment of a penalty of Rs. 5/- for each day after the day on which
registration or earlier renewal expired, but in no case the penalty shall exceed rupees one hundred:

Provided further that no application for renewal of registration shall be entertained after the
expiry of 30 days from the date of expiry of registration or renewal and it shall be treated as a fresh
application for registration.

(3) Every person desirous to trade or transact or deal, as the case may be, in any notified
agricultural produce in more than one market area, shall apply for registration to the Managing
Director in Form ‘F’ and shall deposit an amount of rupees five hundred only with the Board as
annual registration fee or attach Demand Draft drawn in favour of the Managing Director payable
at Shimla in any branch of a bank.
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(4) An application for registration or renewal under sub rule (1) and (2) above, if found
complete in accordance with the relevant provisions of the Act and these rules, the Committee may
consider and approve the same and the Secretary shall issue registration certificate in Form ‘G’
indicating the terms and conditions for issuance. The Secretary shall keep proper record of all the
certificates issued in the register maintained in Form ‘H’.

(5 An application for registration or renewal made under sub-rule (3) shall be considered
by the Managing Director and on being satisfied, he may issue or renew the registration in Form
‘G’. The Managing Director shall cause to maintain the record of all the registration certificates
issued in Form "H’.

22. Exemption from registration.—(1) Nothing in rule 21 shall apply to,—

(i) a producer who himself sells the agricultural produce to any person for his domestic
consumption at any one time upto the following limits:—

Item Quantity
(@) Cereals 100 kg.
(b) Pulses 50 kg.
(c) Oil seeds 20 Kkg.
(d) Fruits (other than dry fruits) and

Vegetables 100 Kkg.
(e) Dry fruits 2 Kg.
()  Animal products such as 10 kg.

fish, ghee milk, etc,
(g) Spices 2 Kg:

(h) Timber (Imarti lakri) for 4 cubic meter Construction/ repair of self house.

Provided that a producer shall not bring more than 5 quintals of his produce to the
consumer’s/ farmers market, on any single day:

(if) a petty trader or a hawker doing a retail trade of fruits or vegetables in quantity not
exceeding five quintals on any single day:

Provided that the petty trader or a hawker selling fruits or vegetables in retail shall sell the
agricultural produce only purchased from the whole sale market.

Explanation.—For the purpose of this clause a trader whose turn over of agricultural
produce does not exceed Rs. 30,000/- (Rupees Thirty Thousand) per month or Rs. 3,60,000/-
(Rupees Three Lakhs Sixty Thousand) per year shall be treated as petty trader.

(iii) a person buying any agricultural produce in a market yard/ sub-market yard on dayto-
day basis for domestic use within the same limits as are detailed under clause (i).

(2) Inaddition, the following too shall be exempted from registration:—
(i) confectioners and other purveyors of parched, fried or cooked food;

(if) oil presses using indigenous machines called ‘kohlus’;
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(iif) an authorized fair price shop dealer making purchase from the Food Corporation
of India, the State Commodities Trading Corporation or any other agency or
institution authorized by the State Government for distribution of essential
commaodities through the public distribution system;

(iv) officials of the Government and/ or the Central Government when making sales
on behalf of the State Government and/ or the Union Government;

(3) Not-with-standing the provisions in sub-rules (1) and (2) above, the exempted classes
shall otherwise be bound to comply with all the provisions of the Act, these rules and the bye-laws
made thereunder.

23. Issue of duplicate registration.—If a registration certificate issued under section 40 of
the Act, or renewed under sub-rules (2) and (3) of rule 21 is lost, destroyed or mutilated a duplicate
certificate shall be issued by the authority which issued the original, on payment of a fee of rupees
fifty.

24. Refusal and cancellation of registration.—(1) The Secretary or the Managing
Director, as the case may be, on being satisfied that there has been a breach of any of the conditions
specified in the registration certificate, Act, these rules and bye-laws framed thereunder shall by an
order in writing cancel or suspend such registration and may also direct that such registration shall
not be renewed for a period not exceeding six months for the first breach; not exceeding nine
months for the second breach and not exceeding one year for every subsequent breach:

Provided that no such order shall be made without giving an opportunity to the registration
holder to show cause as to why such an order should not be made.

(2) An order passed under sub-rule (1) of rule 24 of these rules by the Secretary
concerned or the Managing Director shall forthwith be communicated in writing to the registration
holder.

(3) The substance of the order shall also be noted in the appropriate column of the register
maintained for the purpose in the Committee and the Managing Director’s office.

25. Change in name and style of the firm.—(1) Where a registration holder under section
40 of the Act is a firm, any change occurring in the membership of such firm, otherwise than
through inheritance, shall mean the constitution of a new firm and shall necessitate fresh
registration.

(2) Where a change, not necessitating a fresh registration under section 40, takes place in
the membership or the firm changes its name without any change in membership thereof, an
intimation thereof, shall, within two weeks from the date of change, be given by the authorized
person of the firm to the Secretary of the Committee concerned, who shall order necessary
corrections to be made in the registration certificate as also in the register maintained in the office
of the Committee.

(3) Ifin a case covered by sub-rule (2) above, the firm fails to give necessary intimation
to the Secretary of the Committee within the time specified under sub rule (2), the change in the
membership or in the name of the firm, as the case may be, shall be deemed to result in the
constitution of a new firm necessitating fresh registration.
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(4) The registration holder may apply to the Secretary of the Committee for making any
addition to or deletion in the purposes of the business for which registration certificate has been
issued to him, by paying a fee of rupees fifty. The Secretary shall by an order allow such an
addition or deletion whereupon the registration certificate and register shall be amended
accordingly.

26. Registration of brokers, weighmen, measurers, surveyors, godown keepers, hamali
and other market functionaries.—(1) A person desirous to function in a market area as a broker,
weighman, measurer, surveyor, godownkeeper, hamali or in any other capacity as a market
functionary shall obtain a registration certificate and this he may secure by making an application
in Form *J’ addressed and delivered to the Secretary of the Committee of the notified market area
concerned alongwith the requisite registration fee mentioned under sub rule (4);

(2) After making an enquiry regarding the conduct and business of the applicant as he
may think necessary, the Secretary, may, subject to the approval of the Committee issue
registration certificate in Form ‘K’ subject to terms and conditions mentioned therein or otherwise
specified from time to time.

(3) The Committee shall maintain a record of all the registrations in Form ‘H’.
The scale of fee for registration made under this rule shall be as follows:—

27. Change in style and membership of firm.—(1) Where the registration holder under
section 40 of the Act is a firm, any change occurring in the membership of such firm otherwise than
through inheritance shall mean the constitution of a new firm and shall necessitate fresh
registration.

(2) Where a change, not necessitating a fresh registration under section 40, takes place in
the membership or the firm changes its name without any change in membership thereof, an
intimation thereof, shall, within two weeks from the date of such change, be given by the
authorized person of the firm to the Secretary of the Committee concerned, who shall order an
enquiry as he may consider necessary, correction to be made in the registration certificate as also in
the register maintained in the office of the Committee.

(3) If in a case covered by sub-rule (2) above, the firm fails to give necessary intimation
to the Secretary within the time specified under sub rule (2) the change in the membership or in the
name of the firm, as the case may be, shall be deemed to result in the constitution of a new firm
necessitating fresh registration.
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28. Renewal of registration and issue of duplicate certificate—(1) A registration made
under rule 26 shall be valid for a period of one year from the date of issue and, may be renewed on
application made in (Form “L’) on payment of annual fee as follows:

Category of registration Renewal fee (Rs.)

(@) Weighman or measurer or 30.00
surveyor

(b) Broker 60.00

(c) Godown keeper 90.00

(d) Hamal 20.00

(e) others not specifically (as fixed by the
mentioned Committee from

time to time.)

(2) If any area is excluded from any notified area and included in another area, the
registration valid for the area so excluded shall be deemed to have been done by the Committee of
the notified market area in which the area is included.

(3) If aregistration granted under section 40 of the Act, or renewed under sub-rule (1) of
rule 28 is lost, a duplicate registration may be issued by the authority which issued the original on
payment of rupees ten.

29. Prohibition against traders to hold certain registration under sections 40.—(1) Except
as hereinafter provided, no person shall at the same time, hold more than one registration [(under
sections 40 and 39 (2) (vii)] which enables him to act as a functionary in more than one capacity.

(2) Nothing in sub-rule (1) shall, however be construed to prohibit a person registered as
weighman or surveyor or measurer to act simultaneously in all these three capacities.

30. Transparency in sale transactions in the market.—(1) No person shall be bound to
employ a broker in any transaction, or be required to pay for a broker employed by any other party
to the transaction, or to pay brokerage when no broker has been employed.

(2) Where any person enters into any transaction for the purchase or sale of any
agricultural produce through a commission agent, and the commission agent without written
authority from the principal trader, employs a broker in connection with such transaction, the
broker’s commission shall be payable by the commission agent and the same may be paid out of
the remuneration due to the commission agent.

(3) The same person shall not act as a broker both for the buyer and the seller in the same
transaction.

(4) All agricultural produce brought into the market for sale shall be sold either by open
auction or through negotiation in the principal or sub-market yard:

Provided that, with the permission of the Managing Director or any other authorized officer
in this behalf, agricultural produce may also be bought or sold through a bilateral transaction either
within the market area, or at the place of business of a registration holder located outside the
principal or sub-market yard, on such terms and conditions, as may be specified by the Board of
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such transactions the buyer shall maintain record in Form ‘M’ and furnish information about it to
the Committee in Form ‘N’ side-by-side with the return in Form ‘O’:

Provided further that if a producer or seller sells his produce online through electronic
media, National Commodity Exchange, or any other commodity exchange or by any other means,
not specified in these rules, he shall maintain a record of such transactions in Form ‘M’ and furnish
information about it to the Committee in Form ‘N’ alongwith return in form ‘O’.

(5 Nothing in sub-rule (4) shall apply to the retail sale of the nature described in rule 22.

(6) The Committee shall fix timings for the start and closing of the auction in respect of
each specified agricultural produce.

(7) The price of agricultural produce shall not be settled by secret signs or secret bids or
secret negotiations and no deduction shall be made from the agreed price of the consignment.

(8) The auction shall not be conducted by any person other than the person engaged by
the Committee:

Provided that under exceptional circumstances, the Committee may make or permit any
alternative arrangement.

(9) The highest bid offered by a buyer at an auction, and the price at which the seller of
the produce gives his consent to sell his produce, shall be the sale price of the produce, and the
buyer shall be deemed to have purchased the produce at that price.

(10) The buyer shall be deemed to have thoroughly inspected the agricultural produce for
which he has made the bid and he shall have no right to retract from it.

(11) As soon as an auction for a consignment is over, the auctioneer shall fill in relevant
particulars in a book to be maintained by him in Form ‘P’ and shall secure the signatures of both
the buyer and the seller or their respective representatives, whoever may be present on the spot.

(12) The buyer shall be responsible to get the agricultural produce weighed immediately
after the auction and the seller shall not be liable for any damage, loss or deterioration, in the
produce after auction.

(13) A person engaged by a producer to sell agricultural produce on his behalf shall not act
as a buyer for himself or on behalf of another person in respect of such produce:

Provided that the cooperative marketing societies shall be exempted from the provision of
this sub-rule.

(14) After the weighment is over, the commission agent shall, without any unnecessary
delay, make the payment to the seller after making deduction on account of incidental charges, if
any, specified in these rules, or the bye-laws made under the Act.

(15) Every commission agent, on delivery of agricultural produce to a buyer shall, execute
a memorandum in Form ‘Q’ and deliver the same to the buyer on the same day or in no case later
than the following day, mentioning therein the sale-proceeds and the market charges retaining the
counterfoil in his possession:
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Provided that nothing in this sub-rule shall apply where an agricultural produce does not
exceed five quintals in weight.

(16) In the absence of a written agreement to the contrary the sale price of agricultural
produce purchased under these rules shall be paid promptly by the buyer to the seller after the Form
‘Q’ is delivered to him.

(17) The delivery of agricultural produce sold shall not be made or taken, unless the
commission agent, or, if the seller does not employ a commission agent, the buyer has given to the
seller, a sale voucher in Form “ R’, the counterfoil of which shall be retained by the commission
agent or the buyer, as the case may be; with duplicate delivered to the Committee.

(18) No deduction shall be made from the agreed price of the consignment, except on
account of deviation from the standard, where purchase is made by reference to a known standard
or on account of difference between the actual and the standard weight(s) or measure(s):

Provided that if any dispute arises, the Secretary of the Committee concerned shall decide
the issue on the spot; and his decision shall be final and binding on the parties to the dispute.

31. Transparency in the sale of agricultural produce in private market.—(1) All agricultural
produce brought into a private market for sale shall be sold by an open auction or
negotiation.

(2) The proprietor of the private market yard shall fix timings for the start and close of the
auction in respect of each specified agricultural produce.

(3) The price of agricultural produce shall not be settled by secret signs or secret
negotiations and no deduction shall be made from the agreed price of the consignment.

(4) The auction shall not be conducted by any person other than the person engaged by
the proprietor of the private market yard.

(5) The highest bid offered by a buyer at an auction, and the price at which the seller of
the produce gives his consent to sell his produce shall be the sale price of the produce, and the
buyer shall be deemed to have purchased the produce at that price.

(6) The buyer shall be deemed to have thoroughly inspected the agricultural produce for
which he has made the bid and he shall have no right to retract from it.

(7) Soon after an auction for a consignment is over, the auctioneer shall fill in the relevant
particulars in a book maintained by him in Form ‘S’ and shall secure the signatures of both the
buyer and the seller or their respective representatives, whoever may be present at the spot.

(8) The buyer shall be responsible to get the agricultural produce weighed immediately
after the auction on the same day the produce is purchased by him and the seller shall not be liable
for any damage, loss or deterioration in the produce after auction.

(9) The buyer shall make payment to the seller immediately after the weighment after
deducting the service charges, if any, fixed by the proprietor of the private market yard and
approved by the Board.
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32. Agreement to be executed between buyer and seller.—As soon as any transaction is
effected, every buyer of agricultural produce shall sign an agreement (in triplicate) in favour of the
seller in Form * T’; one copy each for the buyer and the seller, or his agent, and the third for record
of the Committee:

Provided that nothing in this sub-rule shall apply to a person who purchases any specified
agricultural produce for his domestic consumption, which purchase, shall be subject to such
conditions as may be specified in the bye-laws of the Committee.

33.  Weighment within the notified market.—(1) The standard of net weight of agricultural
produce to be filled in a packing unit, such as a bag, a half-bag or a box, etc. normally maintained
uniformly in all the markets, shall be such as is determined by the Agricultural Produce Marketing
Standards Bureau established by the Board as per the provision of section 11 (2) (xiii) of the Act,
and no person shall fill or cause to be filled any agricultural produce except in strict compliance
with the prescribed standard and further, all transactions in a market or a private market in terms of
packing units shall be deemed to have been entered into in accordance with these standards.

(2) Immediately on the completion of weighment of a lot of an agricultural produce,
either party to the contract may, if it so chooses cause a test weighment to be carried out, upto ten
percent of the total or minimum box packing units in a lot. The test weighment shall be carried out
at the site of weighment and where the test weighment is not held at that site, the produce shall be
deemed to have been weighed correctly.

(3) Test weighment under sub-rule (2) shall be carried out in the presence of both the
parties to the contract. In case any party disputes the correctness of the test weighment or evades
presence, the other party may make a report in writing to any officer of the Committee, not below
the rank of a Market Supervisor, who, shall cause the test weighment to be made in his presence.
The result of test weighment so carried out shall be final, conclusive and binding on both the
parties.

(4) Before any agricultural produce weighed in pursuance of a contract of sale or purchase
is removed from the place of weighment, the Secretary, may at any time with the previous notice to
the parties, have the weighment checked by means of standard weights and the like instruments
maintained by the Committee, in order to confirm that not only the weighment is true and correct
but it also conforms to the standards defined in sub-rule (1):

Provided that so far as feasible, the test check shall be carried out in the presence of the
contracting parties or their agents, failing, which the same shall be carried out in the presence of
two independent witnesses, who shall be requested to authenticate the result.

(5) In case, the weighment checked under sub-rule (4) is found to be defective, the
Secretary or the authorized employee not below the rank of a market supervisor shall have the
entire lot re-weighed. The re-weighment shall be made at the cost of the weighman and if the units
are found not packed as per the standards prescribed under sub-rule (1), the cost of repacking shall
be borne by the seller. Without prejudice to any action, the Committee may consider, call for, the
seller or the weighman, as the case may be, who shall be liable to pay the cost involved
immediately.

34. Use of weighing equipments, weights and measures, inspection and seizure.—(1) Only
such weighing instruments and such weights and measures which satisfy the requirements
prescribed under the Himachal Pradesh Weights and Measures Act, 1968, or any other law for the
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time being in force, shall be used for weighing or measuring agricultural produce in a notified
market area:

Provided that in the transaction of sale and purchase of agricultural produce in the principal
market yard or sub-market yard(s) of a notified market area, the electronic balances or the
beamscale (Kanda) or platform scale or any latest weighing balances approved by the Secretary
concerned shall only be used.

(2) Every Committee shall keep in every market yard/ sub-market yard at least one
weighing instrument of the capacity of one quintal and two sets of weights or electronic balances,
and two sets of measures, duly verified and stamped in accordance with the provisions of the
Himachal Pradesh Weights and Measures Act, 1968 or any other law for the time being in force, on
the subject, which shall be caused to be tested and certified periodically during each year through
the agency appointed under such law, and the record of inspections shall be maintained by the
Committee.

(3) The Secretary shall allow any person to check, free of charge, any weight(s) or
measure(s) in his possession against the weight(s) and measure(s) maintained by the Committee.

(4) Weighing instruments, weights and measures shall be kept open at all reasonable
times for examination and inspection by the Managing Director or any other officer of the Board
authorized in this behalf, and the Committee shall be duty bound to comply with any direction
issued by the inspecting officer.

(5) The Managing Director or the Secretary or any other person authorized in this behalf,
may at any time and without notice, inspect, examine and test the weighing instrument, weights or
measures used, kept or possessed by a trader or a registration holder operating within a notified
area, and every such trader or registration holder in possession of any such weighing instrument,
weights or measures shall, when required, be bound to produce the same before the person entitled
to inspect, examine and test them.

(6) Any person authorized to inspect, examine and test any weighing or measuring
instrument, weights or measures under sub-rule (5) shall, while so acting, have all the powers of an
Inspector, Weights and Measures, appointed under the Himachal Pradesh Weights and Measures
Act, 1968 or any other law for the time being in force.

CHAPTER-V
LEVY AND COLLECTION OF MARKET FEE, ETC.
35. Levy and collection of market fees on the sale and purchase of agricultural produce.—
(1) A Committee shall levy and collect market fee on the agricultural produce bought or sold in a
notified market area at the rate of one rupee for every one hundred rupees value of the notified

agricultural produce.

(2) The market fee payable under this provision shall be realized in following manner,
namely:—
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(1) if the notified agricultural produce is sold through a commission agent, the
commission agent shall realize the market fee from the purchaser and deposit it in full
with the Committee;

(it) if the notified agricultural produce is sold by an importer, the importer shall realize
the market fee from the purchaser and deposit the entire collection with the
Committee;

(iii) if the agricultural produce is purchased directly by a trader from a producer, the trader
shall be liable to pay the market fee to the Committee;

(iv) if the agricultural produce is purchased by a trader from another trader, the trader
selling the agricultural produce shall realize it from the purchasing trader and shall
deposit whole of it with the Committee;

(v) in any other case of sale the purchaser shall be liable to pay the market fee to the
Committee;

(vi) if agricultural produce is sold directly by a producer to a buyer, who is not registered
with the Committee, through e-trading or commodity exchange, the responsibility of
collecting the market fee from the purchaser and paying to the Committee shall be that
of the producer;

(vii) in a case where buyer is not registered with the Committee but has involved himself in
a deemed sale and purchase of agricultural produce, the seller shall collect and pay the
market fee to the Committee;

(viii) If the buyer of a notified agricultural produce is not possible of identification, the fee
shall be payable by the person who may have sold or brought the produce for sale in
the market area.

(3) The market fee payable by the buyer of the notified agricultural produce shall not be
deducted from the price payable to the seller.

(4) A receipt in Form ‘U’ shall be issued to the person making payment of market fee
showing therein the amount received.

(5) Every officer of the Committee or agent authorized by it to receive payments shall
render account of all receipts to the Secretary on day to day basis, which shall be accounted for in
the Committee books, and reflected in that particular day’s transactions.

(6) Every officer of the Committee or agent authorized by it for collection of fee, at all
hours of duty, shall bear the badge/or carry identity card on his person.

(7) Every Committee shall take such security as it deems necessary, from every
employee, handling the cash.

36. Power to lease the job of collection of fee.—(1) A Committee, subject to the previous
approval of the Managing Director, may lease out on contract the job of collection of fees levied in
a notified market area, on such terms and conditions, as may be specified, under the byelaws for
any period not exceeding one year at a time. The contractor and any other person employed by him
for the management and collection of fee, shall—
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(i) be bound by the provisions of the Act, these rules and bye-laws made under the Act
and any other order passed by the Committee for the guidance and in regard to faithful
performance of duty;

(i) have such powers exercisable by the employee of a Committee as the Committee may
by order confer upon them from time to time; and

(iii) be entitled to the same remedy and be subject to the same responsibility as if they
were employed by the Committee for the purpose of management and collection of
market fees.

37. Accounts of transactions and of fees to be maintained.—(1) Every trader dealing with
an agricultural produce, exempted such as are exempted under rule 22 of these rules shall maintain
a record of sale and purchase in Form ‘O’, exhibiting inter-alia, items, quantity and value
representing each and every transaction on day-to-day basis and submit the annual account in Form
“V’ as required under the provisions of section 39 (2) (xvi) and sub-section (1) of section 60 of the
Act:

Provided that a Commission agent who has submitted a report in Form ‘T’ shall be
exempted from maintaining record of sale and purchase which the buyer alone shall be liable to
comply with.

(2) The Committee shall maintain a register in Form “W’ showing total purchases and
sales made by the traders and the market fee levied and recovered.

(3) An assessing authority shall determine the rate of fee to be levied by the Committee
under section 44 of the Act on the basis of information furnished under sub-rule (1) and the related
documents, returns, and data available with it.

(4) If any trader fails to submit a return as specified in sub-rule (1) or the assessing
authority has reason to believe that any information furnished is incorrect, it shall, after issuing a
notice to the trader concerned in Form * X’ and after holding such enquiry as it may consider
necessary, proceed to assess the amount of market fee from his total transacted business during the
period in question.

(5) If a trader habitually, defaults in the submission of the returns or if in the opinion of
the assessing authority, he is in the habit of submitting false or incorrect returns, the Secretary may
inspect his accounts.

(6) If an inspection is to be conducted under sub-rule (5) the assessing authority shall
inform the trader of the date and place fixed for the inspection:

Provided that if the trader so desires and pays such fee as the Committee or the Secretary on
its behalf may fix, the inspection shall be carried out at the trader’s premises.

(7) The assessing authority may after inspection prepare a fresh return or may amend the
return already furnished, on the basis of transactions appearing in the trader’s account books and
may on that basis determine additional fee leviable under section 44 of the Act:

Provided that if the trader fails to provide full and accurate material necessary to prepare a
corrected or fresh return or if no books are either maintained or produced by him, the assessing

authority, may proceed to assess the trader’s turn-over on the basis of its best judgment, and shall
determine the amount of fee leviable on the basis of such assessment.

(8) Without prejudice to any other penal action as permissible under the law, the assessing
authority, may impose a penalty five times of the fee/additional fee found recoverable on the basis
of assessment done under sub-rule (7).

(9) Habitual default in the submission of returns or deliberate furnishing of false or
incorrect returns shall constitute sufficient ground for suspension or cancellation of or refusal to
renew registration and the provisions of this sub rule shall apply in addition to and not in
derogation of any other law, penal or otherwise, applicable to non-compliance, or defective or
intentional faulty compliance with any duty cast upon a trader under the Act or by these rules or the
bye- laws or an order of the Committee.

(10) (i) An assessment order made as per provisions of sub-rule (7) and order of penalty
imposed under sub-rule (8) shall be communicated to the trader by means of a Demand Notice in
Form “Y”’.

(i)  On application, a copy certified to be true by the assessing authority shall be supplied
to the trader, indicating thereon the date of (a) receipt of application, (b) preparation of true copy
and

(c) delivery to the applicant, which endorsement shall be conclusive evidence in this
regard.

11. (i) Against an assessment order made under sub-rules (7) or (8), an appeal shall lie to
a bench duly constituted by the Committee having at least two official members, under sub-section
(3) of section 60 of the Act in the form of a memorandum and accompanied by a fee of rupees three
hundred in the shape of a Demand draft drawn in favour of Secretary concerned payable in a
branch of bank in the area of the Committee.

(i) The appellate authority may for reasons to be recorded in writing, condone the delay
and entertain the appeal, if the delay to its satisfaction was for reasons beyond the control of the
appellant.

Explanation.—In computing the period of limitation for filing an appeal, the period
consumed in obtaining a certified copy of the assessment order shall be excluded.

(iii) No appeal shall be entertained unless the appellant has deposited with the Committee
concerned the amount of fee or additional fee assessed, as well as the amount of penalty imposed.

(iv) The Bench after hearing the appellant and after ascertaining the views of the assessing
authority and taking into consideration the record of the case, may pass an order upholding the
assessment, or revising it or may remit the case to the same or any other assessing authority for
de-novo consideration.

38. Annual accounts by licensees.—The proprietor of a private or consumer/farmers
market yard carrying the business of notified agricultural produce shall before the 30th June of
every year submit to the Secretary of the Committee concerned a statement of transactions
undertaken by or through him in the concerned market and/ yard during the previous financial year
ending on the 31% March, in Form 'z".

CHAPTER-VI
CONTRACT FARMING

39. Registration of Contract Farming Sponsor.—(1) A Contract Farming Sponsor shall
register himself with the Committee according to the procedure laid down in rule 21 of these rules.

(2) A Contract Farming Sponsor shall enter into an agreement in Form ‘ZA’ with a
Contract Farming Producer. The agreement so entered into shall be got registered with Managing
Director who shall cause the same to be entered in a register and pasted in a book maintained for
the purpose and a copy of the said agreement shall also be supplied to the Secretary of the
concerned Committees.

40. Sale of agricultural produce outside the market yard.—The agricultural produce
covered under a Contract Farming Agreement may be sold to the Contract Farming Sponsor outside
the market yard, and in such a case, the market fee charges shall be leviable at rates as are specified
under the bye-laws made under the Act by the Board from time to time.

41. Annual Accounts.—A Contract Farming Sponsor shall submit annual accounts in
Form “Z’, before 30th June every year, to the Secretary concerned in respect of all transactions
undertaken by him during the previous financial year.

CHAPTER-VII
MARKETING STANDARD BUREAU

42. Establishment of Agricultural Produce Marketing Standards Bureau.— (1) The Board
shall establish and set up an Agricultural Produce Marketing Standards Bureau; with professionally
qualified personnels and shall provide it with associative facilities including one or more
laboratories fully equipped with necessary qualified staff and apparatus.

(2) The Bureau shall be subject to the provisions of the Act and these rules. It shall
function under the superintendence and control of the Board and shall perform the following
functions:

(@) to evolve and define standard grades of various notified agricultural produce of
different species, kinds and varieties as are commonly grown or produced and are
offered for sale in the established markets in Himachal Pradesh;

(b) to supply information of each standardized commodity to every Committee whether
established for a notified area or is owned and managed by a private party or by
consumer’s or farmer’s body;

(c) to make all possible efforts to prevent and eradicate the malpractices of adulteration in
an agricultural produce brought for sale and purchase in any notified market area;

(d) to conduct and carry out inspections, tests including laboratory tests in order to detect
cases of adulteration in any agricultural produce within any market —private yard,
consumer’s and farmer’s market or one managed by a Committee.
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(e) totest and issue phytosanitary certificate in respect of any agricultural produce sought
to be exported as also a certificate to the effect whether a particular agricultural
produce has been grown in organic ambience;

(f)  to standardize the packaging material and weights to be packed in a particular
packaging material for each agricultural produce to be brought for sale in a market.

(g) any such function of like nature, as may be entrusted by the Board from time to time.

(3) The Bureau shall be competent to levy and collect charges in lieu of services it renders
on requisition in the course of performance of any of its practices, at such rates as the Board may
fix from time to time.

43. Repeal and savings.—(1) The Himachal Pradesh Agricultural Produce Market Rules,
1971 are hereby repealed:

(2) Notwithstanding such repeal any-thing done or any action taken under the rules so
repealed shall be deemed to have been done or taken under these rules and shall continue to be
enforced unless and until superseded by anything done or action taken under these rules.

No. Per(AP.B) B(2)-7/99 Driver.— In exercise of the powers conferred by proviso to
Article 309 of the Constitution of India, the Governor, Himachal Pradesh, in consultation with
Himachal Pradesh Public Service Commission, is pleased to make the following rules further to
amend the Himachal Pradesh Subordinate Services Selection Board, Driver, Class.Ill (Non-
Gazetted) Recruitment and Promotion Rules, 2001 notified vide this Department Notification of
even number dated 13-02- 2001, namely.—

1.  Short title and Commencement.— (1) These rules may be called the Himachal Pradesh
Subordinate Services Selection Board, Driver, Class-111 (Non-Gazetted) Recruitment
and Promotion (First Amendment) Rules, 2007.

(2) These rules shall come into force from the date of publication in the Rajpatra,
Himachal Pradesh.

2. Amendment of Annexure “A” (1) In Annexure “A” to the Himachal Pradesh Subordinate
Services Selection Board, Driver, Class-111(Non-Gazetted) Recruitment and Promotion Rules,
2001--
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(i)  For the existing provision against column No. 10, the following shall be substituted,
namely.—

“ 100 % by direct recruitment or on contract basis failing which on secondment
basis by transfer.” ;

(i) For the main existing provision against column No. 11 (i), the following shall be
substituted, namely.—

“ (i) On secondment basis by transfer from amongst the incumbents of this post working in
the identical pay scale of this post from the H.P Secretariat / office of the H.P. Public
Service Commission / other Government Departments.”; and

(iii) After the existing provision of Col No. 15, the following shall be added, namely.—

“15-A Selection for appointment to the post by contract appointment

() CONCEPT.— (a) Under this policy, the Driver in the Himachal Pradesh
Subordinate Services Selection Board will be engaged on contract basis initially for
one year, which may be extendable for two more years on year to year basis.

(b) POST FALLS WITHIN THE PURVIEW OF THE HPSSSB ; The Chairman, Himachal
Pradesh Subordinate Services Selection Board after obtaining the approval of the Government to
fill up the vacant posts on contract basis will advertise the detail of the vacant posts in atleast two
leading newspapers and invite applications from candidates having the prescribed qualifications
and fulfilling the other eligibility conditions as prescribed in these Rules.

(c) The selection will be made in accordance with the eligibility conditions prescribed in
these Rules and in the “Rules of Business and Procedure” of Himachal Pradesh Subordinate
Services Selection Board notified on 28-01-2004, as amended from time to time.
